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South Carolina Council of Conservative Citizens Has Phenomenal Year!

2006 was a great year for the South Carolina Council of Conservative Citizens. We held five public demon-
strations against amnesty for illegal aliens around the state. We went a long way towards exposing Sen. Lindsey
Graham's prominent role in the Senate amnesty bill. We started a successful petition drive condemning amnesty and
calling on Congress to close the border. The SC CofCC was interviewed by every major newspaper in the state of
South Carolina, as well as several out-of-state papers and one newspaper in Poland. Kyle Rogers was a guest on
some of the largest talk radio shows in South Carolina.

Of course, our biggest accomplishment of all was our runaway successful demonstration in front of Lindsey
Graham's office in downtown Greenville on April 29th.

Largest Anti-Amnesty Demonstration in America!
Over 1,000 people gathered in the vicinity of Graham's office to denounce his sponsorship of the Senate Am-
nesty bill. CofCC President Tom Dover, Legendary activist Dr. William Carter, and talk radio host Russ Cassell all

spoke at the rally.

The SC CofCC received phone calls from immi-
gration reform leaders in California and other border
states to offer congratulations and express their frustra-
tion that they can not get crowds as large in their own
states where it matters the most.

Media Hides Story.

Throngs of media came to the April 29th rally
and many sent cameramen to the top of a four story
parking garage to take aerial pictures. As the largest
demonstration against amnesty in the country it should
have been a national news story. Instead the local me-
dia tried to kill it. The Greenville News reported that only
350 people attended, FOX 21 reported over 100, and
NBC 4 reported that only dozens showed up. No media
outlet except for the Greenville Times-Examiner Printed
any large crowd shot or reported the story accurately.

The next dilemma was: what can we do about a
hostile media? Some of our members went out to look
at properties for these media outlets and it was discov-
ered that WYFF NBC 4, who gave us the worst cover-
age of all, was in an ideal location for a picket.

It was decided that we would strike back directly
against NBC 4. On June 3, about 125 people staged a
boisterous picket in front of the television station. The
local was perfect. The station was on a busy road north
of downtown, with large modern sidewalks on both sides
of the street for people to stand.

When picketers began arriving, pedestrians and
motorists immediately embraced our message. Dr.
Henry Jordan, former SC Commissioner of Health came
by to offer some encouraging words. As the media ar-




rived, at least three different cameramen publicly ex-
pressed their support for us.

As an added bonus, Furman was holding a
graduation ceremony and their was a large amount of
out of town traffic on the road for the graduation.

Major Victory!

The picket bore even greater results than we had
hoped for. NBC 4 aired a long segment that night, ad-
mitting why we were picketing in front of their station
and showing stunning crowd shots of the April 29th
rally from the top of the parking garage. The segment
was repeated Sunday morning and again on Monday
morning.

Fox 21, which had pulled a CofCC television
commercial just one day before, aired a long upbeat
segment. The Fox 21 segment was also aired at least
three times.

The Spartanburg Herald ran a very positive, up-
beat article about the demonstration. Their article even
contained quotes from residents at a laundromat across
the street expressing support for us. Other media outlets
ran stories as well. Later on July 9th, the Spartanburg
Herald published an op-ed piece by the SC CofCC on
illegal immigration.

The end result was that we proved we could
force the media’s hand through direct action. Conser-
vatives need to get in the streets far more often! Partici-
pants at this picket were ecstatic when they saw all the
great coverage on the news for three days in a row.

We Are Coming Back To Greenville
We will be coming back to Greenville for another
major rally in early 2007! The SC CofCC is building a
coalition of organizations including Minutemen, 3rd par-
ties, campus Republicans, and others. Lets all join to-

gether and inspire a nation!

The North Carolina CofCC held their first demonstra-
tion against illegal immigration in the year 1999. As far as we
know, no one ever held a demonstration against illegal immi-
gration east of the Mississippi River before that. This drew at-
tention from around the country. In fact many news outlets still
use pictures from these rallies as stock photos. The most me-
morial demonstration involved 150 people who lined the side-
walks of a busy Charlotte intersection. It resulted in a full two
page photo spread in the Charlotte Observer newspaper. The
article was written by a conservative journalist (a rarity) and
was very upbeat.

The NC CofCC is planning to continue the legacy by
holding more demonstrations in the spring of 2007.
